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Policy 

To establish the Tatamagouche Planning Advisory Committee 

Background
Pursuant to section 200(1) of the Municipal Government Act, “a Municipality may
establish a planning advisory committee and may establish different planning advisory
committees for different parts of the municipality”. 

Purpose
Under this policy the Tatamagouche Area Planning Advisory Committee is hereby
renamed the Tatamagouche Planning Advisory Committee. 

Committee Composition
The Committee will be comprised of five to seven members and ex-officio members.
Area Councillor will act as Chair for the Committee.

Committee members will be appointed by the Nominating Committee of Council. Term
of committee members will be until resignation or until Council appoints a replacement.
Council will appoint replacements by resolution.

Duties
Duties of the Tatamagouche Planning Advisory Committee will be to advise Council on
planning related matters in District 7.

Public Participation 
The public participation program for the adoption of planning documents in District 7 are
to be conducted by the Tatamagouche Planning Advisory Committee or the former Area
Planning Advisory Committee. The public participation program is to be generally
consistent with council policy but notice can be given by alternative methods, such as
direct mailing, rather than the traditional newspaper notice.
