The group reported that Human Resources Development Canada
provided project funding to the Stewiacke and Area Resource Centre for
three interns and one youth coordinator. Part of theinterns job
description was to plan and organize a Y outh Action Forum. The forum
focused on youth ages 18-29 to improve the socia and economic
development of the Stewiacke area. The main focus of the forum wasto
look at the barriers and come up with ways to overcome them. The
forum was held on June 23, 2003 at the Stewiacke Community Centre
with 19 in attendance. A complete report on the forum was circulated to
Council members during the presentation.

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Staff provided an update on thisissue. The boil order is il in effect.
Test results showed for the first time afeca colliform count of less than
“1". The Department of Environment and Labour has agreed to provide
the County with a camerato be put down into the well to determine if
groundwater infiltration has occurred through a crack in the well. If so,
the well will be shocked and then retested. If the shocking is successful,
the underground pipe to the public water supply will be replaced. If there
are any additional capita cogts, saff will bring the issue back to Council.

Debt Payment Reserve Fund

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, presented an overhead presentation on the
gtatus of County Operating Surpluses and Reserves and details on
County projects where funds have been committed. Given the size of
reserves, it is gppropriate for Council to review amounts in reserves and
et direction on undlocated money. The lengthy presentation tonight will
be followed up with an Action Item at October Committee and then
October Council. Highlights of the presentation included:

S Subject to Council gpproval, items recommended by staff for
$3.94 undlocated totals $1.85 million for Tatamagouche Sewage
Trestment Plant, Public Works Building, Greet Village Sewage
Treatment Plant, MRF Sprinkler Upgrade, Kemptown Water,
leaving a balance of $2.09 million unallocated

S possible policy options for this unalocated amount include
lowering taxes, increasing services, accelerating debt repayment
or leaving some or al undlocated for the present time

S At March 31, 2003, net debt was $13.7 million (Colchester’s
share only) - higher if funds owing by Truro and Stewiacke
included

S With accelerated debt recommendations, less current reserve
amount, total required for transfer in 2003 is $1.29 miillion,
leaving a balance of $800,000 unallocated

Council requested that a copy of this presentation be placed in their
mailboxes.

Council met on September 17, 2003 with Dr. Jack Novack to discuss
the Strategic Planning Process. Mr. Maclsaac indicated that it is now
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time for Council to make a decision on whether they wish to proceed in
this direction, are they committed to this process or do they wishto goin
another direction. Following a debate on thisissue, it was recommended
that the gtrategic planning sessions should take place between now and
Christmas but that a facilitator would not be necessary. It wasadso
recommended that Council have a separate meeting to begin the process
and define how much time isrequired to complete it.
