Zoning Amendment - Reg Pauley, Wright Avenue

Mayor Smith caled the public hearing to order respecting an
gpplication for rezoning involving two properties on the east Side of
Wright Avenue negr its intersection with Pictou Road for which Mr.
Reg Pauley has requested the zoning be changed from R-2 Residentid
Double Unit to C-1 Commercid for the purposes of establishing acar
was on the dte. Thetext for the gpplication and arelated staff report
have been circulated to Council members and have been made
available to the public.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, advised that al guiddines of the Municipa
Government Act regarding advertisng of the public hearing have been
followed.

Mayor Smith reminded Councillors that only those Councillors present
throughout the public hearing can vote on the amendment when it is
eventudly consdered by Council. This public hearing is Council’s
opportunity to hear the gpplication and every concern of arearesdents.
Individual Councillors will have an opportunity to debate the merits of
the amendment when the motion is presented to Council. Staff is
present at this hearing to answer any technica questions that may arise
asareault of the public' sinput.



Mr. Paul Smith, Municipal Planner, provided an overview of the
goplication. Mr. Smith indicated that the application was received from
Mr. Reg Pauley to rezone two properties on Wright Ave. The two lots
are located behind Tim Horton’s and are approximately 30,000 square
feet. Thegpplication isfor establishing a car wash, dog wash, vacuum
and ATM. The proposed car wash will be of asmilar design asthe
oneon Main Street. The property is currently zoned R-2 Residentia
Double Unit and requires to be changed to C-1 Genera Commercid.

The Application is made under IMP-8 of the Municipa Planning
Strategy. Policy IMP-5 of the strategy applies and this provides
guidance and cong derations gpplicable to such rezoning gpplications
and must meet dl gpplicable requirements of the Land Use and Building
By-laws. All changes must be consigtent with overal community
development objectives.

Mr. Smith stated that there would be no added public costs associated
with the proposed gpplication and environmental impacts would be
minimd. The steis physcdly suitable for thistype of use and the
gpplicant has indicated that traffic would not be an issue. The proposed
building syle is intended to be sendtive to neighbouring properties. The
Municipad Planning Strategy strives to protect existing residentid areas
from incompeatible development and establishes where commercia
growth is intended to occur.

Mr. Smith stated that staff does not recommend this rezoning change.
The proposed steis a predominantly resdentia areaand the
introduction of new commercia uses could adversely impact the
residents.

Councillor Masters stated that the Planning Advisory Committee met
regarding this application on May 6, 2004 and a recommendation was
put forth to facilitate the rezoning change from R-2 to C-1.

Three written submissons regarding the rezoning gpplication were
received and read into the record. These submissions were received
from Helen M. McCully of 59 Wright Avenue, K. Wayne McCormick
of the Village of Bible Hill and Connie Strang of 28 Wright Avenue, dl

opposing the rezoning application.

In response to Mayor Smith's call for public presentations, the
following were received:

Mr. Ross King, 40-42 Wright Avenue: Mr. King indicated that he was
opposed to the rezoning gpplication and stated that traffic would be a
concern. With the existing mini mal, Tim Horton's, the new farm
market and at least 2 dozen family resdents, the car wash could only
add to the traffic problem. Mr. King stated that water would be an
issue asit dready lays on the lot and the water from the car wash would




run off onto Johnson and Wright Avenue. A petition from concerned
residents was submitted.

Mr. Gary Betts: Mr. Betts stated that he was there as a concerned
resident and was opposed to the rezoning application. Mr. Betts
inquired about how many car washes are necessary in the areaand
stated that the proposed Sites are residentia properties.

Mr. George Murray, 36-38 Wright Avenue: Mr. Murray stated that a
concern that the car wash will increase crimind activity. He dso Sated
that there isawater problem on the proposed site. Thereisawaysa
pool of water that lays there until it evaporates.

Ms. Carly Pederson, Wright Avenue/College Road: Ms. Pederson
opposed the gpplication and expressed concern about children riding
bikesin the area due to traffic. Maogt of the time, the children end up
walking the bikesingead of riding them. Thetréfficinthe areais
congtant and continues through until 4:00 am.

Ms. Cindy Cavanaugh, 393 College Road: Ms. Cavanaugh stated that
thetraffic in the arealis dready very heavy and sheis concerned that
more traffic will be converted to College Road. The traffic moves very
fast and she has dready been hit by an oncoming car.

Mr. Egon Pederson, 9 Wright Avenue: Mr. Pederson stated that his
biggest concernistraffic. The areaiis not peaceful due to the amount of
traffic.

Ms Chridine Blair, Village of Bible Hill: Ms. Blair sated thet the
integrity of the resdential area needsto be maintained. Ms. Blair
indicated that the gpplicant, Mr. Pauley, is not the owner of the
properties and inquired as to how he could make the application. Mr.
Paul Smith advised that Mr. Pauley recaeived written authorization from
the land owner, Mr. Stone,

Regarding the water issue, Ms. Blair stated that when the Tim Horton's
was built, water backed up on surrounding properties. The west side of
Wright Avenue is swampy and water retention is a concern.

Mr. John Burton, 53 Wright Avenue: Mr. Burton indicated that he lives
right across the road from the proposed site and inquired asto where
the water would come from. He stated that he has had water problems
in the past and when his well goes dry because of the car wash, who
would be paying for it. Mr. Burton stated that he is aso concerned with
increased traffic and crimein the area.

Mr. Gary MacPherson, 29 Wright Avenue: Mr. MacPherson stated
that his biggest concerniswater. There has been problems with
drainage in this area and his basement has flooded in the past and




thousands of dollars were dready spent on this.

Mr. Hoyd Langille, 42 Wright Ave: Mr. Langille stated that there has
been an increase in traffic and foot traffic is 24 hoursaday. Mr.
Langilleindicated that he has had to cdl the police a least 6 times. The
main concern is the traffic and children.

Mayor Smith encouraged the applicant, Mr. Pauley, to come forth to
address the concerns of the residents.

Mr. Pauley stated that in January and February, he circulated |etters to
the community and wished that he had received more feedback. He
would not have comethis far if he had known there would be so much

opposition.

The concerns regarding excess water have been incorporated into the
design of the car wash. Water supply will be from adrilled well and the
estimated usage per day would be 5000 gdlons. Thisamount isnot a
big issue and if water supply was a concern, he would not want to do
this.

Regarding the concern about the number of car washesin the area, Mr.
Pauley indicated that this proposed car wash would be set up to
properly handle water. The water needs to be looked at in the other
car washes.

The vacant lots are an eyesore and do not promote Bible Hill and these
lots are priced too high for resdentia use.

Mr. Pauley stated that he does live in the areg, travelsthe area
everyday and the car wash would be kept clean.

Regarding the concerns about crimind activity, Mr. Pauley stated that
there has been little to no crimina activity at the Main Street location in
the last 10 years and indicated that he plans to equip the car wash with
video equipment for security purposes.

There were discussions about storm water and Mr. Pauley indicated
that the bulk of this can be controlled by taking it out underground
under Wright Avenue.

As Chair of the Planning Advisory Committee, Councillor Masters
placed the following motion on the floor:

Zoning Amendment - Jan and Carolyn van der Leest, 53
Farnham Road

Mayor Smith caled the public hearing to order respecting an
gpplication for rezoning involving a property located a 53 Farnham
Road in Bible Hill owned by Jan and Carolyn van der Leest who have
requested the zoning of their property be changed from R-2 Residentia
to C-1 Genera Commercid. The text for the application and related
gaff report have been circulated to Council members and have been
made available to the public.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, advised that dl guidelines of the Municipd
Government Act regarding advertising of the public hearing have been
followed.

Mayor Smith reminded Councillors that only those Councillors present
throughout the public hearing can vote on the amendment when it is
eventudly consdered by Council and that saff are present at this
hearing to answer any technical questions that may arise as aresult of
the public' sinput.

Mr. Paul Smith, Planner, indicated that the property currently operates
aBed and Breskfast and the gpplicants wish to open atearoom and
gift shop as an expansion to Bed and Breakfast.

Land usesin theimmediate area are mainly resdentid. The entire area
aong Main Street up to Farnham Road are zoned for commercia use.
The van der Leest property iszoned resdential. The application is
conggtent with the Municipa drategy.

The proposed tea room and gift shop would occupy an area of
goproximately 360 square feet and would be within the exigting



organery. Provisons have been made for additiona parking. The
proposed rezoning would have little consequence on the future
development in the Farnham Road areanow and in the future. Mr.
Paul Smith stated that saff is recommending that the rezoning be
approved.

The applicant, Mr. van der Leest gave an overview of the proposed
rezoning and Mrs. van der Leest distributed a hand out to Councillors.
Mr. van der Leest stated that they own a4 %2 star Bed and Breskfast
in Colchester County and they are ambassadors of the tourism industry
for this community.

In 1975, a collection of reed organs was started and in 1978, a
organery was opened. Mr. van der Leest stated that they would like to
open atearoom and gift shop as an expanson to the existing business.
The tearoom would offer light lunches to guests of the organery and
Bed and Breakfast.

Parking space of gpproximately 38'x50' is needed and Mr. van der
Leest plans to make the northeast end of his property into a parking
area. Theplanisto create a6 to10 vehicle parking area. He proposed
to put up a concrete barrier or chain link fence between the neighboring
property so parking won't be a problem.

Councillor Bill Magters, Chair of the Planning Advisory Committee,
dated that the Committee met on May 6 and recommends thet the
rezoning change be approved.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, stated that no written submissions have
been recaived regarding this rezoning application.

In response to Mayor Smith’s call for public presentations, the
following were received:

Mr. Charlie Wilson, Farnham Road: Mr. Wilson indicated that heis not
opposing the application however, the only concerniswith parking. As
parking was addressed, Mr. Wilson stated that he thought parking in
the back of the property would be fine and that the van der Leest’sdo
not have to put up concrete or fencing.

Ms Chridine Blair, Village of Bible Hill: Ms. Blair indicated that the
Village of Bible Hill has no objection.

As Chair of the Planning Advisory Committee, Councillor Masters
placed the following motion on the floor:

Mayor Smith advised thet thisis a by-law rezoning application which
does not require approva of the Minister of Service Nova Scotia and
Municipa Reaions. Council’s decison on thisapplication is

gpped able to the Nova Scotia Utility and Review Board. Any apped
of Council’s decison must be made within 14 days of the advertisng of
samein loca newspapers.

As there was no further business, Mayor Smith declared the public
hearing closed.

Surplus School Property - Middle Stewiacke Elementary School

Mayor Smith caled the public hearing to order respecting the sde of
surplus school property for less than the market vaue to a non-profit
organization.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, advised that dl guidelines of the Municipd
Government Act regarding advertising of the public hearing have been
followed.

Mayor Smith reminded Councillors that only those Councillors present
throughout the public hearing can vote on the sde of the property when
it iseventudly congdered by Council. This public hearing is Council’s
opportunity to hear the perspective purchasers and any concerns of
aeresdents. Individua Councillorswill have an opportunity to debate
the merits of the sale when the motion is presented to Council and that a
motion to sell property at less than market value shdl be passed by a
least atwo thirds mgority of the Council present and voting.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO, gave an overview on thisissue. The
Chignecto-Centrad School Board declared this property as surplus and
Council has previoudy approved accepting ownership of the property.
The Municipdity received two (2) proposas to purchase the land and
building. Mr. Maclsaac ated that the Municipal Government Act
dates that a property must sell at market vaue or, if sold for less than
market value, must be to a non-profit organization. The property is
vaued at more than $10,000. Executive Committee and the area
Councillor reviewed the proposals and it is being recommended that the
school be conveyed to the Middle Stewiacke Recreation Association
for afee of $1.

In response to Mayor Smith's call for public presentations, the
following were received:



Ms. Sandra Chaplin, Vice President, Middle Stewiacke Recreation
Association: Ms. Chaplin stated that the Recreation Association isvery
community oriented and the future is for the community. The property
is aready being used by the Recreation Association.

Ms Marilyn Mord: Ms. Mord stated that they enjoy the school
holding dances, card parties and courses.

Mr. Kent McAloon, Pastor: Mr. MacAloon stated that his group
currently uses the school for Sunday school, boys clubs, etc. and he has
no objection to the Middle Stewiacke Recreation Association acquiring
the schooal.

Ms. Michdle Wilson Ms. Wilson stated that the rural areas are faced
with many chalenges and the Recrestion Association has something for

al age groups.

Mr. Dave Wilson: Mrs. Wilson stated that a monument of the first
settler, Mr. Kennedy ison thissite. The facilities are used for good
purposes. After Hurricane Juan, the community got together and used
this property to have a big barbeque to help those who needed it.

Mr. Brooke Taylor, MLA: Mr. Taylor stated that he is very supportive
of the Middle Stewiacke Recreation Association acquiring the property.
It would be agreeat asset to the community. A number of activities are
hosted there covering al demographics. The school provided
education to the children and remains part of the spirit and soul of the
community.

Edison Neil: Mr. Nell stated that he does not live in the area but his
children went to school there. He indicated that heisin support of the
Middle Stewiacke Recrestion Association acquiring the property. The
Recregtion Associaion is very well organized with alist of eventsup to
August 15. Mr. Neil gated that he MC's for the Sunday dances and
these dances are well attended with good musicians.

Brenda Smm, Centra North River: Ms. Smm dated that the people
running the Middle Stewiacke Recresation Association are not only
good organizers but are dso good listeners. They are very supportive
of everybody, especidly those in the community.

Sandra Chaplin: Ms. Chaplin took the opportunity to thank Council for
their consderation and indicated that the Recrestion Association plans
to be around for along time.

Mr. Gary Maclsaac, CAO dated that no written submissions other than
the origind proposals were received.

Presentations

Ms. Pear| Joyce, Manager - Northumberland FisheriesMuseum

Ms. Pearl Joyce, Mr. Bill Henderson and Ms. Lauren Hopkins, Public
Relations and Marketing student appeared before Council on behaf of
the Northumberland Fisheries Museum.

Ms. Joyce stated that the museum is a non-profit organization and has
been operating since 1978 and have 17 board members. They have
grown over the years from 60 artifacts to gpproximately 2700 artifacts.
The museum is currently located in the Town of Fictou in the restored
CN building.

Ms. Joyce indicated that some of the reasons for building a new
museum are that there would be more space for exhibiting artifects, the
museum is a place where history and culture can be preserved, within
the next couple of years the exigting location will no longer be available
for the museum and a new museum would enhance tourism.

Location of the new museum will be on the Pictou waterfront. The cost
of the project is $1,793,620 and Ms. Joyce indicated that the
Northumberland Fisheries Museum and Heritage Association is
gpproaching 8 municipdities for financia support.

Ms. Joyce stated that the Northumberland Fisheries Museum and
Heritage Association is requesting funding in the amount of $10,000
over a2 year period.

Surplus School Property - Brookfield Memorial School

Mr. Rod Nielson, Fire Chief, Mr. Blaise Watson, and Mr. Terry
Canning gppeared before Council, on behdf of the Brookfield Fire
Brigade, regarding the sale of the surplus school property, Brookfield
Memorid School. Mr. Nielson indicated that they are looking for
property to build anew fire hal. Direction from the community wasto
make sure the purchase of the school property was viable. Mr. Nielson
dtated that testing was done on the property for oil spillage, PCB'’s, lead
paint and asbestos. There was no contamination from oil spillage, there
was little PCB’siin the fixtures, smal traces of lead in the paint and

smal amounts of ashestos in the gyproc but not in the plaster. The Fire
Brigade/Fre Commission will take charge of demoalishing the building
and it will not be done by burning. Mr. Nielson indicated that costs of
disposa of debris have been considered.



Mr. Watson stated that the Fire Brigade/Fire Commission have the
complete support of the community regarding the purchase of the

school property.

Discussion regarding what would be done with the property if the costs
to demolish were too high or the asbestos was a problem. Mr. Nielson
dated that they have done investigations and are reasonably surethisis

feasible.
