Mayor Smith called the public hearing to order respecting an application
for arezoning involving a property located at civic address #30,
Highway 311 in Ondow from E-2 FHood Way to RG-Rura Generd
and E-4 FHood Plain. Thetext for the gpplication and areaed saff
report have been circulated to Council members and have been made
available to the public.

The Clerk, Mr. Gary Maclsaac, advised thet al guiddines of the
Municipad Government Act regarding advertisng of the public hearing
have been followed.

Mayor Smith reminded Councillors that only those Councillors present
throughout the public hearing can vote on the amendment when it is
eventudly condgdered by Council. This public hearing is Council’s
opportunity to hear the application and every concern of area resdents.
Individua Councillorswill have an opportunity to debate the merits of
the amendment when the motion is presented to Council. Staff and the
County Solicitor are present at this hearing to answer any technica
questions that may arise as aresult of the public’sinput.

Mr. Paul Smith, Municipa Planner, presented a brief overview of the
gpplication. The applicant, Grace Cavanaugh of Cavanaugh & Son
Excavating Ltd, has applied to the County to rezone a property Stuated
at civic address #30 Highway 311 from E-2 Flood Way to the RG



Rura General Zone. The purpose of this request isto correct a
mapping error and remove the limiting flood plain zone from the rear
portion of the lot so the land may be further developed in the future.

There was no representative in the audience to speak for the applicant
and provide an overview of the proposed rezoning.

Councillor Masters provided a report from the Planning Advisory
Committee. Heindicated that the gpplication was reviewed by PAC at
its meeting on August 71". The mapping error was seen largely asa
housekeeping issue and the Committee recommends that the gpplication
be approved by Council.

Mr. Maclsaac showed pictures of the two problemsin the Bass River,
one being alog and debris jam and the other being a build-up of gravel
intheriver. Mr. Gru€e's property is downstream of the jam but is
adversdy affected because the river has now changed its course. His
gpplication to fix both problems under the provincial Hood Assstance
Program was denied. One of the problemsisthat he does not own the
water course but is expected to remediate the problem with hisown
persona money.

The Department of Environment and Labour is responsible for the
water course but does not have a program to address the blockage.
While the Municipality would be allowed to remove the debris without
the need for a permit, it would not be able to remove the gravel or do
work in the river without a permit.

Mr. Maclsaac informed Council thet this issue arose from the consultant
gudies from the two fires at the Baefill Ste in June and September of
2002. Theissueishow much water do we need at the Ste and how do
we diminate future fires. In earlier briefings, staff had recommended that
the two fire ponds be connected to the sedimentation pond. At a specid
meeting of Council in June 2003, this recommendation was rejected by
Council and gtaff were directed to look at other dternatives relating to
congtruction of additiond fire ponds or the expansion of the existing ponds.

In an overhead presentation, Mr. Sushed Arora, Director of Public
Works, provided the following three options for Council’ s consideration:

Alternative “A” - $590,000: Connect the ponds at MRF and Bal€fill and
raise the spillways of both to meet fire demand a MRF, replace both
1000 GPM pumps with higher capacity pumps, stand aone system for
Bdefill cdls (instal 1000 GPM pump and adaptable pipe system for the
active face) - available water 700,000 US gdlons

Alternative “B” - $900,000: Connect ponds at MRF, Bafill and cellsto
meet fire demand a MRF, re-arrange two existing pumps at MRF and
Bafill ponds, ingdl high cagpacity pump - available water 2.8 million US

gdlons

Alternative“C” - $570,000: Congtruct another pond at MRF, replace
1000 GPM pump a MRF with higher capacity pump, stand dong system
for Baefill cdls (install 17000 GPM pump and adaptable pipe system for
active face) - available water 700,000 US gdlons.
