Willis Lunn

Mr. Lunn, aformer school teacher, expressed his concerns to
Council regarding the possibility of the Resource Recovery Fund
Board awarding itstire burning contract to the Lafarge Cement
Plant in Brookfield. Mr. Lunn indicated that the burning of tires
will put contaminantsin the air. He stated that we are into the three
R’s (reduce, re-use, recycle) and the burning of tires does not fit
into recycling.

Citizens Against Burning of Tires

Mr. Allan Sorflaten made a presentation to Council on behalf of the
Citizens Against Burning of Tires. The group is very concerned
with Lafarge’ sintention to burn most of the Province’ sused tiresin
their cement making kilns as a source of low cost industrial fuel.
This plan smply represents Lafarge’' s response to a business
opportunity that has been presented to them by the Resource
Recovery Fund Board of Nova Scotia.

The group felt the burning of tires does not fit into thethree R's
(reduce, re-use, recycle). Their messageis that the burning of tires
does not fit the environmental stewardship mandate that we in this
province have set for ourselves.
