Mr. Doug Benedict, Manager, Colchester Ground Search
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and Rescue Association

In his presentation, Mr. Benedict made reference to the business plan
for the Colchester Ground Search and Rescue Association. The Plan
has been developed in support of funding that the Association needs
to ensure an effective and sustainable first response capability. A
copy of this Plan was circulated to Council members.

Mr. Benedict briefly described the membership structure and the
work performed by the Association. With respect to funding, the
Association currently receives annual funding from the County in the
amount of $10,000. Because of increasing growth in responsibility,
lack of proper equipment and vehicles, the Association is asking
Council to consider the following request:

1. Capital grants, in two stages, over the next five years totalling
$200,000 for the replacement and equipping of two search
team vehicles; and,

2. An annual operating grant of $25,000.

At this point, Mayor Taylor arrived at the meeting and assumed the
position as Chair.

Mr. Tim Jardine, President, Canadian Union of Postal Workers
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Mr. Jardine indicated that the purpose of his presentation was to make
Council aware of the concerns of the Canadian Union of Postal
Workers (CUPW) about the direction and future of the public post
offices and the effect this would have on the local economy through
job losses and post office closures.
Mr. Jardine asked for Council’s support of two resolutions so that
mail can continue to be delivered door to door in the areas that
receive this service. Copies of the resolutions were circulated.
At this point, Councillor Buott arrived at the meeting.

Theresa Higgins, Colchester Transportation Cooperative Ltd. (CTCL)

Ms. Higgins indicated that the purpose of her presentation was to ask
Council to reconsider a funding request of $5,000 which had been
denied when CTCL recently applied under the Grants to Non-Profit
Organizations Program. The grant was to be used for expenses in
operating a community transportation service as most of the money
they received last year was put towards a new bus at a cost of
$86,000. For the last four years, CTCL has received a grant of
$3,000 from the County. If the request is approved, Ms. Higgins
stated that some of the funding would be used to advertise with the
hope of increasing the number of people using their service.

At the end of the
presentation, staff will be asking Council to consider authorizing May
Council Committee to make a final decision on the funding for
Components 1 and 2 of the Plan. Component 1 is an upgrade to

the existing Central Colchester Wastewater Treatment Facility;
Component 2 is the process for collection, treatment and disposal of
leachate.

In preparation for May Council Committee, Mr. Ramesh Ummat,
Director of Public Works, provided a powerpoint presentation on the
various options for funding Components 1 and 2 of the Plan.

Councillor Blair also reported
that she attended the monthly meeting of the Village of Bible Hill on
April 13", volunteer awards on April 21%, and the Fire Brigade’s
banquet on April 24™,

A project tour is scheduled
for June 22". Deputy Mayor Cavanaugh also reported that he had
attended a meeting of the Flood Advisory Committee on April 21* as
well as being part of the group that met on April 23" with the new
RCMP Deputy Commissioner, Steve Graham.
